ALARM COVER MOUNT WITH SECURITY PANEL 
WALL INSTALLATION:
Review the full instruction and photos to familiarize yourself with this process 
before beginning the installation process. The following instructions are for 220 
SB/RB, alarm covers with breaker bars and scored break panels.

1. Remove the 2 Phillips head screws located on each side of the pull open
tab on the top of the cover (figure 1).

2. Open flap and set aside Phillips screws and the scored acrylic break panel
(figure 2).

3. Place cover over pull station.

4. Place the mounting screws (included; figure 3) through all four pre-
molded holes to mark drill holes on the wall.

5. Drill four holes with ½” bit. Screw anchors into wall.

6. Place cover on wall with flap open.

7. Insert mounting screws through pre-molded holes in cover into anchor
(figure 4).

8. Place scored acrylic break panel back into cover. Close flap and reattach
Phillips head screws to secure cover (figure 1).

9. If conduit is on the wall, there are two knock-out plugs provided. Since
cover is plastic, plug holes can be cut to fit depending on application.
